RIGHT OF BURIAL
For a period not exceeding 75 years £55.00
(No charge will be made for the grant for a baby's grave)

INTERMENT

In a grave in respect of which Right of Burial has been

purchased:

a) Infants under 1 year of age No Charge

Children 1 - 12 years of age No Charge

b) For those over 12 years of age: In a single grave £121.00
In a double grave £143.00
In a triple grave £170.00
To re-open grave £121.00

c) For cremated remains £38.00

MONUMENTS

For the right to erect or place on a grave in respect of
which a Right of Burial has been granted:

a) Headstone not exceeding 3ft in height £60.00
b) A vase on any monument £34.00
c) A tablet on any grave or vault £34.00

d) Any subsequent additional inscription added to an
existing memorial £27.00

All arrangements for the engagement and payment of the gravedigger are the sole
responsibility of the funeral director.

Rotherfield parishioners are those who at the time of death resided within the Parish.
If the deceased person has lived for a considerable time within the Parish, but has been
forced to move out due to age or infirmity for a short period before the end of their
life, the Parish Council will use its discretion in agreeing to the 'Parishioner’ rate fee
being applied.

No kerbing is allowed round the edges of new graves.

Up to half the area of grave may be planted with annual plants provided they are
maintained in a tidy condition, no shrubs are permitted.

Please be aware that due to the rural location of the Burial Ground deer and rabbits are
frequent visitors and may disturb or destroy flowers.

If a grave becomes untidy the Council reserves the right to fill the planted area and
remove any kerbing.
