Scheme:   A26 Eridge Road, Eridge 
 
Duration of works:  16 May 2010 – 17 May 2010 
    15 August 2010 – 16 August 2010 
 
Summary of scheme 
 
East Sussex Highways will be carrying out verge maintenance, gully 
cleansing, weed spraying, litter picking and road sweeping. 
 
Location 
 
From its junction with U7468 The Forstal in a southerly direction to A26 
Boars Head roundabout, a distance of approximately 3550 metres. 
 
Traffic management 
 
The works will be carried out under a temporary road closure and at night 
between 22:00 hours and 04:00 hours.   
 
A diversion route for light vehicles will be signed and maintained for the 
duration of the works via C70 Bunny Lane - A267 - B2101 Bicycle Arms Road 
/ High Cross / Mayfield Road / South Street - B2100 Church Road / 
Rotherfield Road / Crowborough Hill - B2157 Green Lane / Eridge Road and 
vice versa. 
 
A diversion route for HGVs will be signed and maintained for the duration of 
the works via C70 Bunny Lane - A267 - A272 - A26 and vice versa.
